Conditions of play 

 

ELIGIBILITY – In accordance with QVGU rules all payers must be at least 55 years of age. 

In accordance with QVGU Rules all entrants must be a financial member of a veteran golfer club, have a 

current Golf Australia Handicap and have played in at least three veteran competitions in the twelve months 

prior to the closing date of this Carnival. A player’s home club official is to attest to this requirement on the 

Entry Form. 

 

HANDICAP - Grades will be determined by a player’s Playing Handicap.   

Playing Handicaps: 

Men:              A Grade:       0 – 14 

  B Grade:    15 – 20 

  C Grade:     21— 36 

Women:  Division 1:     0 – 24 

  Division 2:  25 – 45 

Grades may be varied by the Match Committee to balance the field. 

 

REPORTING - All players are required to report to the Starting officials at least 20 minutes before their 

Tee Off time and the Starter will call players to their Tee 10 minutes before Hit Off. Players not answering 

the call may be sent to the rear of the field at the Starters discretion. 

 

GOLF RULES of the DAY–The Rules of Golf in force at the time shall apply and these, combined 

with the local Rules of the Maryborough Golf Club, shall be the Rules of the Day. Should there be a dispute 

or doubt on a rule a second ball should be played for that hole and a ruling sought later from the Match 

Committee.  

 

SLOW PLAY- All players are expected to maintain their place in the field and obey the instructions of 

Course Officials. After a warning, a two stroke penalty may be imposed for slow play.  

 

PRIZES - The Winners and Runners-up for all events will be decided on count back. No player is 

permitted to win more than one major prize. 

 

Entry Fee Refunds- Entry Fees will be refunded on the following basis: 

• 100% before the Entry Closing Date 

• 50% between Entry Closing Date and publication of the Draw 

• At the Match Committee’s discretion after the publication of the Draw 



 

MATCH COMMITTEE – the Match Committee consists of the Veteran’s President and the Veteran’s 

Captain. The Match Committee reserves the right to vary the conditions of play.  Their decision in all 

matters is final. 

 

THE DRAW – Entries will be processed strictly in order of receipt. The Field is limited to 144 players. 

The Match Committee reserves the right to draw the field in the best interests of the competition.
